EU - DG Environnement - Study on the EU Budget Review and the Environment. Thematic expert. DG ENV called for a study to assess the pros and cons of different options to make sure that the EU budget reflects environmental priorities, and offer maximum added value to the EU. The assessment includes both income and expenditure and both mainstreaming of the environment into other policy areas as well as more environmentally oriented actions.

EU - DG Employment - Study on the costs and benefits of options to improve provisions for the reconciliation of work, private and family life. Data collection expert. The study looks into the costs and benefits of introducing five leave forms in the EU. The five leave forms and their variants that are being considered for introduction as a minimum European standard have different effects on different Member States. Thus a concise and relevant assessment is needed for politicians to have an informed basis for decision making. The methodology encompasses the task of dealing both with the quantitative and the qualitative effects of introducing the leave forms.

EU - DG AIDCO -Evaluation of European Community cooperation in the field of rural and agricultural development in partner countries during the period 1995-2005. Evaluation expert. This evaluation aims to draw key lessons from this EC cooperation and thus to help EC policy and decision-makers to improve their strategies and current and future programmes on rural and agricultural development. The evaluation was carried out in two separates phases. First, a desk phase, which provided an outline of the evaluation, collected documents available in Brussels and developed preliminary answers to the evaluation questions. Second, a field, analysis and synthesis phase, which entailed visits to 32 projects in seven countries (Morocco, Cameroon, Cambodia, Mozambique, Madagascar, Uganda and Bolivia). This phase focused on collecting additional information, validating the preliminary answers and analysing and answering the evaluation questions. This provided an overall assessment of EC support for rural and agricultural development. The conclusions of the evaluation were based not only on documentary sources but also on more than a hundred interviews carried out at EC headquarters and in the countries visited (NAO, sectoral ministries, civil society representatives, donors, project managers, beneficiaries, etc.). The answers to the evaluation questions were structured around the following criteria: relevance, effectiveness/impact, efficiency, sustainability, coordination and complementarity, and finally coherence. The assessment of the integration of environment in rural development programmes was also part of the study.

EU - DG AIDCO - Evaluation of European Community cooperation in Bolivia during the period 1996-2006. Evaluation expert. The purpose of this evaluation is to provide a global and independent overview of the EC cooperation in Bolivia and to identify the best practices of this cooperation in order to improve EC strategy and programmes in the country. The scope of the evaluation focused on the strategic sectors of the EC Country Strategy Paper in Bolivia, in particular social services (water and sanitation), rural development (alternative development), food security, transports and economic cooperation. EC interventions in Bolivia were analyzed with regard the criteria of relevance, effectiveness/impact, efficiency, sustainability, coordination, complementarity, and coherence, and finally the cross cutting issues (environment, gender, decentralization). The analysis was based on a sample of 13 case studies, of which 3 projects with environment components. 

EU - DG AGRI - Evaluation of the Information and Promotion programmes for fruit and vegetables in the EU internal market. Evaluation expert. The purpose of the evaluation is to assess the implementation and results of the progammes of promotion of fruits and vegetables in EU countries. It aimed to feed the discussion on the community policy related to the activities of promotion and information in the field as well as on the selection of programmes for cofinancing. The evaluation analyzed the effectiveness, the coherence, the relevance and the efficiency of these programmes and the different channels of communication used, and in which extend the objectives of the related regulation have been achieved.
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
